Pre-K Class Description

(4 years by Sept. 1)

Philosophy

Our emphasis is on the development of the individual child as he/she learns to operate in a group setting. The needs of the group are also emphasized. We want children to know that God loves them and we exhibit that through our actions of love, kindness and patience. By maintaining consistent routines and practices, we help the child develop trust in others and God. We believe that children taught in a Christian environment with an anti-bias, multi-cultural approach develop into individuals who demonstrate respect for and acceptance of the differences they encounter in others.

We believe that children learn by being active participants. They need concrete experiences and ample opportunities to play as this is how they understand and learn about their world. The teacher is a facilitator of the environment and encourages a variety of child-directed activities including art, music and movement, language arts, fine and gross motor activities, science and math.  

Curriculum 

The Pre-Kindergarten class is designed for four-year-olds and five-year-olds not yet moving on to kindergarten. Curriculum is developed based on thematic units and emphasizes the skills children need to obtain before entering kindergarten. We provide opportunities that encourage growth in all areas of development—emotional, social, physical, spiritual and intellectual. 

Learning center activities as well as other experiences throughout the school day help children learn to use critical thinking and problem-solving skills enabling them to become independent thinkers. Hands-on science, math and literacy activities are emphasized in the Pre-K class. The print-rich environment and writing center also encourage children to further engage in literacy activities, especially writing.  Art, music and movement experiences are included each day as well. This class involves many cooperative learning opportunities and increased large group socialization. Social skills continue to be a priority in order to help children make the transition to kindergarten. 

The Pre-K class participates in a variety of specialty classes on a weekly basis. These classes include Spanish, computers, music/movement, and chapel.

The monthly overview and other important information are posted on the bulletin board outside the classroom. The overview is also sent home to inform parents of upcoming activities.
